DOOR PREPARATION PROCEDURE

@25mm hole
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« Mark latch centreline at the required height on the door
edge. The recommended latch height from the floor
is between 1040 and 1100mm.

* Mark 60 or 70mm backset position on the door.

¢ Drill @25mm hole from both sides of the door to

« Drill the @25mm latch hole perpendicular to the
door edge to a minimum depth of 90mm
(60mm backset) / 100mm (70mm backset).

« Slide latch into hole and mark around latch face plate.

« Chisel out face plate recess to a depth of 3.5 mm.
Mark and drill 2 x @2.5mm holes for the latch screws.

« Insert latch with angled face of bolt towards proposed

strike position and fasten with 2 x 20mm screws provided.
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Drill this hole for

Keyless Entry @
model only
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* Insert SPINDLE into latch as shown.
* Position DRILL TEMPLATE over SPINDLE and align
notches with the marked backset position.

* Make sure the Drill Template is vertical.
* Drill 4 x @3mm pilot holes through template.

» Repeat the same process on the other side of

the door.

* Drill 3 x @10mm holes and 1 x @54mm hole from
both sides of the door in the positions shown to
prevent splintering.

* When completed make sure holes are free of any
sawdust or loose material.
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
